March 2004

For the month of March, there were four General Aviation (GA) accidents, compared with seven in
March 2003. The 5-year average for GA accidents during the month of March is 5.2 events. There
were no fatal GA accidents in March 2004, compared with none in March 2003.

For the month of March, there was one FAR Part 135 Air Carrier accident, compared with none in
March of 2003. The 5-year average for FAR Part 135 Air Carrier accidents during the month of
March is 1.6 events. There were no fatal FAR Part 135 Air Carrier accidents for the month of March

in 2004 or 2003.

There were a total of five aircraft accidents during March 2004. This is compared with eight in March
2003. The 5-year average for accidents during the month of March is 7.4 events. There were no
fatal accidents for the month of March in 2004 and 2003.
