ROUTE PURPOSE: The CHESTER CREEK DEPARTURE is for aircraft departing Merrill Field to
the west and northwest at or below 600’ MSL. Pilots who intend to cross Knik Arm at or above
2,000’ MSL must either obtain approval from ATC or request the CITY HIGH DEPARTURE.
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ROUTE INSTRUCTIONS:

ALL AIRCRAFT: Cross Knik Arm at or below 600" MSL in accordance with 14 CFR Part 93.

RUNWAY 16: Proceed to and turn right over Chester Creek. Follow the creek to Westchester
Lagoon.

RUNWAY 22: Turn left to Chester Creek. Follow the creek to Westchester Lagoon.
